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   As we are near the point in the year where we hear the phrase, ñWe are 

heading to the cottage.ò Here at Faith, we are beginning this summer and 

continuing into the fall, gatherings called ñCottage Meetings.ò Now, these 

are not taking off for the week or weekend to the cottage that is up north, but 

they are something to get excited about! Let me explain. 

   Cottage Meetings are small gatherings of members from the congregation. 

They are a time to share in food and fellowship, consisting of 8-10 people 

along with Pastor Nicole and Pastor Erica. The location of the gatherings will 

vary from membersô homes, restaurants, or church. They will take place on a 

variety of days and times. It is a wonderful setting to get to know other 

members of the congregation better and for us as the pastors to get to know 

each of you better. These are designed to be informal and a fun time to gather 

together as Godôs people outside of the worship setting. A time to meet 

someone new and/or learn something new about that person you have known 

for years. 

   If you are still asking yourself why we are doing these Cottage Meetings, ñI 

already know lots of people at church.ò This may be true that you know many 

fellow members of Faith, but I would guess that there are still some you may 

not know. These Cottage Meetings are not just for us as the pastors, but are 

also for each of YOU in the congregation that attend them. The people here at 

Faith are part of the Body of Christ and the body functions best by knowing 

others that are a part it. As Paul says in his first letter to the Corinthians, ñFor 

just as the body is one and has many members, and all the members of the 

body, though many, are one body, so it is with Christ. (12:12)ò. 

Paul continues talking about the body of Christ and says, ñNow you are the 

body of Christ and individually members of it. (12:27)ò. We each are 

individually members of this one body and the way any body works best is 

for each part to the do the tasks they are gifted to do. This means for us here 

at Faith we can only function best as Christôs Body if we equip and empower 

each individual to do what God has gifted them to do. We can accomplish this 

by getting to know one another and learning what those gifts and passions are 

for the individuals in our midst. These Cottage Meetings will provide us as 

pastorsô insight as we get to know you better and hear your stories, but also 

will give you a chance either to meet others in the congregation for the first 

time or to learn something new about a fellow member of Christôs Body here 

at Faith. 

   Stay tuned for the Cottage Meetings as we begin with a few this summer 

and then many more come fall.
